Centers-What are we learning?

· Blocks are designed in proportional units. They are inviting because they invite open-ended exploration. At home talk with children about different shapes and how many blocks are needed to make a particular shape.
· Children are building social skills by sharing and working together to find the designated location to return the blocks. They are learning to care for materials and learning to respect viewpoints different than their own. 
· They are creating designs and often what they see around them, e.g., roads, houses, barns, and other buildings. They are building muscle strength and improving eye-hand coordination when they carefully balance blocks so they will not tumble.
